Events Overview 

 
 
Rover motorcar enthusiasts from the U.S. and Canada are set to convene at 
RoveAmerica09, one of the largest gatherings of classic British Rover Saloon cars in 
North America.  The 3rd annual RoveAmerica event will take place June 12th through 
June 14th 2009 in Fitchburg, MA with Rover motorcars dated as far back as early 1920s 
and up to the 1990's at the 3-day event. 
 
Friday, June 12, 2009:  The RoveAmerica 09 event will kick-off Friday at 12:00pm noon 
in Fitchburg at Vytek, 195 Industrial Road, owned by host and Rover collector Dirk 
Burrowes.  There will be a welcome registration / reception for collectors and guests.  
Friday afternoon features peer interaction on Rover restoration, repair, parts and 
collecting with knowledgeable Rover owners.  The day ends with a 5:00pm Rover run to 
nearby restaurant for an informal dinner. 
 
Saturday, June 13, 2009:  RoveAmerica continues with a continental breakfast at 9:00 
AM at Vytek, a juried review of collector cars, and photographs and interviews with press 
media. After a gourmet pizza lunch, the afternoon features a rally trip to the lakeside 
retreat at Camp Collier in Gardner, MA for socializing, swimming, boating, Audubon walk 
and horseshoes, followed by championship Bastey Boys BBQ dinner. The evening 
concludes with our traditional awards ceremony. 
 
Sunday, June 14, 2008: RoveAmerica continues with a 09:30 am rally trip around the 
back roads of New Hampshire with the final destination being the world famous Pickity 
Place (www.pickityplace.com) in Mason, NH for a gourmet 2:00pm lunch, followed by 
return home. 
 
RoveAmerica 09 is open to all who appreciate classic Rover motorcars and is held rain 
or shine.  There is no cost to attend Friday and Saturday's events and you do not need to 
own or bring a car.  Sunday's gourmet lunch at Pickity Place is $22.00 pp.  Pick up and 
drop off at regional airports will be available, and special lodging arrangements have also 
been made at host rates.
